His elevation coincided with
the third meeting of the
Opposition INDIA alliance in
Mumbai, which, according to
Congress insiders, was “not
accidental”.

According to party sources,
Lovely’s appointment was a
bid by the Congress to recon-
cile its past, present and
future in the city. A section of
the Congress’Delhileadership
said thiswill also ease the way
for a seat-sharing agreement
with INDIA ally, Aam Aadmi
Party (AAP). While other Con-
gress contenders for the top
Delhi job — Ajay Maken and
Sandeep Dikshit -- have been

vocal in their opposition to a
tie-up with AAP, Lovely has
not commented publicly onit.

Given the “trust” the Con-
gress national leadership has
reposed in him “on more than
one occasion”, insiders said
the appointment of the
party’s East Delhi prominent
Sikh face in the city’s politics
had been along time coming.
A source said: “Lovely is
expected to playaveryimpor-
tant role in ensuring the
party’s cadre falls in line with
regard to the seat-sharing
agreement with the AAP in
Delhifor2024...Additionally,
heisalsoa probable Lok Sabha
candidate from the East Delhi

constituency.”

A senior party leader said
Lovely’s appointment was
also significant for the 2025
Delhi Assembly elections, in
which the Congress is
expected to contest against
AAP.“Hisappointment should
beviewed as a continuation of
the Sheila Dikshit legacy, as
part of whose governments
Delhi was transformed, and
which will form the founda-
tion of our campaign for
2025 theleader said.

“For the sake of stopping
the BJP, the need is to forget
state rivalries now.But we will
go against the AAPin 2025
theleaderadded.

Lovely has had a long
career in Delhi politics: first,
as a student leader of the
NSUI, before hewas elected as
an MLA from Gandhi Nagarat
theage of 30.Afour-time MLA
now, he was first appointed
Delhi Congress chiefin 2013.

That term had ended with
the party’s drubbing at the
hands of the AAP in the 2015
Delhi Assembly polls and
Lovely had resigned from the
position.

In 2017, Lovely made an
abrupt return to the political
centre-stage with a dramatic
rebellion, accusing the Con-
gress of corruption in ticket
distribution for the Municipal
Corporation polls.Days before
the civic polls, he joined the
BJP. Nine months later, he
returned to the Congress.

Fourth leader from Scindia turf

quits BJP; Cong says joining us

AFTER AN OPEN feud with
Union minister Jyotiraditya
Scindia for three years, ever
since he moved to the BJP
from the Congress, BJP
Kolaras MLA Virendra
Raghuwanshi quit the party
on Thursday. He is the fourth
senior BJP leader of the
Gwalior-Chambal region, a
Scindia turf, to quit over the
past few days.

Raghuwanshi directly
attacked Scindia in his resig-
nation letter,accusing him of
“paying lip-service” on the
issue of farmer loan waivers
and also levelled allegations
of corruption against the BJP
government.

While Raghuwanshi is
silent on his future moves,
including on whether he will
join the Congress — as the
other three to leave the BJP

before him did - itwould bea
natural move. Raghuwanshi
used to be with the Congress
andleftin 2014 over growing
differences with Scindia.

PTI quoted senior Con-
gress leader and former
Union minister Arun Yadavas
saying that Raghuwanshi
"will join the Congress on
September 2”.

Raghuwanshi said that
while Scindia had cited the

Kamal Nath-led Congress
government's failure towaive
farmer loans as the reason to
switch sides — thus bringing
down the Congress govern-
ment — he had refrained from
theissueafterjoining the BJP.

"Corrupt officials are
being posted in Shivpuri dis-
trict and Kolaras Assembly
seat,onlyso that they can cre-
ate obstacles in my develop-
ment works and harass me
and my workers,” the MLA
wrote.

He talked about “big
scams” in cooperative banks
of farmers across the state,
but especially Shivpuri dis-
trict, “making a dent in their
deposits”. Raghuwanshi said
the desperate farmers were
still lining up to get their
deposits out,threeyears after
the scam allegedly surfaced.
“The farmers are not being
paid their deposits, but the
governmentis not taking any

action,” he said, adding that
hehad alsoraised the topicin
the Assembly, in vain.

The MLAwent on to attack
the Shivraj Singh Chouhan-
led BJP government of simi-
larly getting votes in the
name of gaumata (the holy
cow) and not doing anything
on it either. Most of the cow
sheds were not operational, or
had not got funds in four-five
months, he said.“Due to this,
cows are still dying on the
streets.”

Raghuwanshi claimed
that he had raised his “pain”
with Chouhan and other top
BJP leaders, “but you never
paid attention”. “In the
Gwalior-Chambal division,
many party workers like me
have been neglected by new-
comers (leaders who came
with Scindia),” he said,adding
that BJP loyalists are paying
the price for working for the
party “with full devotion".
